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5. Admission to E.M.I. Bible University  

 

Each student must maintain an approved Christian character, a 

willingness to do all work required and submit cheerfully to the discipline 

and regulations of the University.

7. Acceptance  

 

When these requirements are met with your completed application 

and transcripts along with tuition fees, you will be accepted as a 

student. 
 

8. Registration  

 

If you are a student going fulltime, a Freshman cannot jump into other 

classes that are not in the Freshman year.  You must meet the required 

course of study in order to receive your degree.  If you are only taking a 

few courses for information and not intending to graduate with a degree, 

you may choose the class of your choice.  It is important, whether you 

like the teacher or not, that you sit in every class, so that additional 

knowledge can be gained, or so that you can have a personal victory.   
 

Some students may feel that they can teach the class better than the 

instructor, or that they have more knowledge than the instructor.  God 

could be testing you in this situation.  Your commitment to finish your 

degree is more important than negative personal feelings.  Be a good 

Christian witness, and show everyone that you can be victorious in a 

trying situation.  Please feel free to discuss (in a Godly way) these issues 

with your teacher.  If any issue cannot be resolved, please contact the 

Assistant Dean, School President, or Administrator.
