Our board was led of the Lord to lower tuition (temporarily ) for students from
$100 per unit down to $50 per unit (a 50% reduction) for most classes. Enroll
now, while most classes are still available at this low cost. It is hoped that the
student will gain good financial structure and accountability. Registration is
$75 per quarter per student.

The Masterds Program is $1 brateip $260 pern
unit.

There is a $75 nonrefundable registration fee for each quarter. If a student
drops out before the end of the forth week of the quarter, there will be a tuition
refund. There is a $12 nonrefundable material fee. We have servant
scholarships for dedicated and faithful students, who are in need of financial
assistance.

We also have a $25 fee for 12 weeks of class observation; nc
credits are earned. Auditing is one-half the tuition price; there is no grade.
